1-4. SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

The following messages are safety reminders on how to protect your systems from
damages, and extending the life cycle of the system.

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2-3. HOW TO SET THE JUMPERS

You can configure your board by setting the jumpers. A jumper consists of two or three
metal pins with a plastic base mounted on the card, and by using a small plastic "cap",
also known as the jumper cap (with a metal contact inside), you are able to connect the
pins. So you can set-up your hardware configuration by "opening" or "closing" pins.

Jumpers can be combined into sets that called jumper blocks. When jumpers are all in
the block, you have to put them together to set up the hardware configuration. The
figure below shows what this looks like.

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Chapter 4 AMI BIOS Setup

4-1. INTRODUCTION

The board PB-3251 uses an AMI Aptio BIOS that is stored in the Serial Peripheral
Interface Flash Memory (SPI Flash) and can be updated. The SPI Flash contains the
BIOS Setup program, Power-on Self-Test (POST), the PCI auto-configuration utility,
LAN EEPROM information, and Plug and Play support.

Aptio is AMI’s BIOS firmware based on the UEFI (Unified Extensible Firmware

The EFIR is located at the same address as the EFER, and the EFDR is
located at address (EFIR+1). First, write the Logical Device Number (i.e. 0x07) to the
EFIR and then write the number of the desired Logical Device to the EFDR. If
accessing the Chip (Global) Control Registers, this step is not required. Secondly,
write the address of the desired configuration register within the Logical Device to the
EFIR and then write (or read) the desired configuration register through the EFDR.

(3) Exit the extended function mode

To exit the Extended Function Mode, writing OxAA to the EFER is required. Once the
chip exits the Extended Function Mode, it is in the normal running mode and is ready
to enter the configuration mode.

II. AFUDOS Command for System BIOS Update

AFUDOS.exe is the AMI firmware update utility; the command line is shown as
below:

AFUDOS <ROM File Name> [optionl] [option2]....

You can type “AFUDOS/ ?” to see all the definition of each control options. The
recommended options for BIOS ROM update include following parameters:

/P: Program main BIOS image
/B: Program Boot Block

/N: Program NVRAM

/X: Do not check ROM ID

BIOS Update Procedure

Use the bootable USB storage to boot up system into the DOS command prompt.

Type "AFUDOS 6630xxxx.bin /p /b /n /X and press enter to start the flash
procedure.
(Note that xxxx means the BIOS revision part, ex. OPO1...)

During the update procedure, you will see the BIOS update process status and its
percentage. Beware! Do not turn off system power or reset your computer if the
whole procedure are not complete yet, or it may crash the BIOS ROM and make
system unable to boot up next time.

After BIOS update procedures is complete, the messages should be like the
figure shown below.
