The following messages are safety reminders on how to protect your system from damages, and thus 
help you extend the life cycle of the system.

1. Check the Line Voltage
The operating voltage for the power adaptor should cover the range of AC 100~240V; 
otherwise, the power adaptor may be damaged.
(PS: System gets DC12V from power adaptor)

2. Environmental Conditions
Place your system on a sturdy, level surface. Be sure to allow enough room on each side to 
have easy access.
Avoid moving the system rapidly from a hot place to a cold place or vice versa because 
condensation may come from inside of the system.

Place the system against strong vibrations, which may cause hard disk failure.

3. Handling

Do not turn the system upside down. This may cause the hard drive to mal-function.
